A Final EIR for the Valley Link Project was published
in April 2021

The staff-recommended CEQA Certified Alternative
was adopted by the Authority Board on May 12,
2021

42-mile, 7-station passenger rail service that would
link the Dublin/Pleasanton BART Station and the
proposed Altamont Corridor Express (ACE) North
Lathrop Station

A wide range of alternatives were evaluated and
dismissed from further analysis due to not meeting
most of the project objectives, being infeasible, or
not avoiding or substantially reducing one or more
significant impacts of the proposed Project.

The CEQA Certified Alternative does not include a
preferred vehicle technology as it was recognized
that development of zero-emission technologies to
meet project objectives was rapidly advancing in
the marketplace.
